The Radcliffs and the Hendersons said they would stand by the Mc Cluskeys if it ever came to

20 an eviction.

Cal detested the condescension of some of the Protestant men he met about the town.
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‘You're Shamie Mc Cluskey’s boy? A good man, Shamie.” And implied in everything they
were saying was ‘for a Catholic’. There was faint affectionate amazement on their faces that
there should be a Catholic who was a good man, someone to equal them.
